· Call to Order: The meeting was called to order via virtual meeting utilizing zoom @ 6:00 p.m.
· Pledge of Allegiance
· Roll Call: All board member were present: Terry Dryden, Steve Degner, Tony Johnson, Lynn Hoeppner and Lesa Dahlstrom. 
· Verification of Public Notice: 3 public notices were posted in accordance with the correct posting procedures.
· Approval of Agenda: Motion by  Johnson to approve the agenda, second by Dryden. Motion carried. Yes (3) Dryden, Degner and Johnson.
· County Ward Representative(s): Dryden gave any of the county ward representatives an option to share any information they have available.   Wilson spoke in regards to county happenings in regards to the county not having an ordinance in regards to situations similar to COVID19.  The decision will be made if something should be enacted or not.
· Public Comment (3 minute time limit): Each citizen wishing to express their concerns or comments were allotted up to 3 minutes to do so.
· Correspondence- Review correspondence and take appropriate action or filing. 
· Reading/Approval of Minutes from May 5, 2020 Meeting(s): Motion by Dryden to approve the minutes, second by Johnson. Motion carried. Yes (3) Dryden, Degner and Johnson.
· Review and Approve Treasurers Report: Balance to start of $24,776.01 Receipts 17-22 in the amount of $6921.00 disbursement totals of $8,308.67 leaves an ending balance of $23,388.34. Motion by Johnson to approve, second by Degner. Motion carried. Yes (3) Dryden, Degner and Johnson. Hoeppner stated that Washburn County has not adopted the Act 175 that would forgive late payments interest on tax payments received after July 31st.  Hoeppner asked that the board address the repair of the truck under vouchers as it would be over budget.  
· Audit Financials:  Move to July 2020 meeting.  Place on future agenda item
Discussion and Action may be taken on any the following:

· Town Hall- Review town hall maintenance/repairs/supplies.  None
· Driveway Permits and Applications- Review any permits and applications for driveways.  None
· Consideration to amend the April 21, 2020 motion by Tony Johnson in reference to bidding out snowplowing.  Johnson wanted to state that he is listening to the residents and hears their concerns.  The money from the sale would go directly to an equipment fund.  Johnson would like to amend his original motion and state that the township bid out the plowing and hold the funds through one season, second by Dryden.  Motion dropped per other town members. 
· Discussion on accepting Forest Creek Road as a Town Road.  Request by residents.  Part of the discussion was had and just the idea was brought up with no direct plans for the roadway itself.  Lee Prill stated that he would not be in favor and others voiced concerns in regards to the width.  
· Request by R. Ullom for Children At Play Signs – Sunset Road.  Motion by Johnson to deny the request, second by Degner.  Motion carried.  Yes (2) Degner and Johnson. No (1) Dryden.
· Open/Award Scatter Gravel Bids: Madison Construction was the single bid received at $16.67 per yard. Motion by Degner to accept the scatter gravel bid, second by Johnson.  Motion carried.  Yes (3) Dryden, Degner and Johnson
· Open Spring Lake Road Gravel/Pulverization Bids:  Madison Construction bid was the single bid for gravel on Spring Lake Road for 1,420 yards for a cost of $20,854 or $14.69 per yard.  No motion taken.  A single bid was received from Washburn County for $5,298 on the pulverization on Spring Lake Road.
· Open/Award Sawyer Creek Road Gravel/Pulverization Bids (LRIP project) Madison Construction was the only bid received for gravel for an estimated 2,050 yards at $32,830 or $16.00 per yard.  Degner made a motion to proceed with the gravel for Sawyer Creek Road Project (LRIP) and award Madison Construction the bid for $16.00 per yard, second by Johnson.  Motion carried.  Yes (3) Dryden, Degner and Johnson.  One quote received for the Sawyer Creek Road Pulverization (LRIP) of $5,298 from Washburn County Highway Department.  Degner made a motion to award the bid to Washburn County Highway Department for the pulverization on Sawyer Creek Road (LRIP), second by Johnson.  Motion carried.  Yes (3) Dryden, Degner and Johnson.
· Schedule Town Cleanup Day – NWRP Opened June 1, 2020.  Discussion on when would be good for timing of the cleanup.  June 20, 2020 will be the date and held from 10:00 a.m – 2:00 p.m. at NWRPC.  
· Town Road Maintenance/Projects- Discuss and Review town road maintenance and projects: LRIP (Local Road Improvement Program) Sawyer Creek Road Project-dig outs done, gravel placed and pulverization can begin.  4” where the fabric goes and 6” elsewhere.  Discussed what should happen with the placement of the gravel and fabric.  Discussed when the blacktop should be placed this fall or spring.  Conclusion from town board is to find out what the fabric placement recommendations are. Johnson will look into fabric recommendations.  Culvert Issues at the following locations: Bashaw Street & Cadle Road/Sunset-Does the board want to complete this culvert project.  Board is in agreement to proceed with this project; Sunset & Cadle Road failing 36”.  The culvert on Little Long Lake Road was replaced today.  
· Road Tour Discussion-Residents stated on Pine Tree that they were promised to have it fixed.  Place on agenda to bid out the Pine Tree road work.  Board members discussed what would be needed along the roadway to complete the job sufficiently.  Birch Trail needs some attention.   Discussed the culvert issue on Percy Road from past meetings.  
· Town Equipment-Review maintenance and usage of grader, truck and other equipment/tools: All roads were graded.  
· Approve Vouchers- Approve vouchers to pay the bills, salaries and reimbursements.  There is not enough money in the budget to cover the repair invoice for the truck, however, there is still $2,100 left in the sale of equipment fund that could be utilized for this. Degner made the motion to place the $2,100 into the general fund under equipment repair line item, second by Dryden.  Motion carried.  Yes (3) Dryden, Deger and Johnson   Motion by Degner to approve the vouchers 13019-13039, second by Johnson.  Motion carried.  Yes (3) Dryden, Degner and Johnson.
· Future Agenda Items:  Audit Financials; LRIP (Local Road Improvement Program) Sawyer Creek Road Project; Pine Tree South reconstruction bids; Set date for annual meeting; Resolution for $2,100 fund transfer;
